Wimberley Pharmacy and B&J Pharmacy Notice of Privacy Practice
THIS NOTICE DESCRIBES HOW MEDICAL INFORMATION ABOUT YOU MAY BE USED AND DISCLOSED AND HOW YOU CAN GET ACCESS TO THIS INFORMATION.  PLEASE REVIEW CAREFULLY.

Wimberley Pharmacy and B&J Pharmacy understands your personal health information is private.  We are required by law to keep this information private, to give you a “Notice of Privacy Practice” and legal duties, and follow them.  A paper copy of this information may be obtained at Wimberley Pharmacy or B&J Pharmacy upon request.

USE AND DISCLOSURE: Wimberley Pharmacy and B&J Pharmacy may use or disclose your health information without your authorization for the following reasons: **to fill a prescription which may require us to disclose the information to other health care providers, such as pharmacists, doctors, etc.  **to collect payment for services rendered such as collecting money from insurance companies or other third party payors**to send your health related information such as refill reminders and information relative to your health and well-being**when required by federal, state, and local laws “to prevent serious threat to you or the public’s health or safety”**for public health risks such as, drug recalls, drug reactions or problems, prevent disease or injury, notify of exposure to a disease, notify government authority if you have become a victim of abuse or neglect**to oversight agencies for activities authorized by law such as the government to monitor health care systems, audits, inspections and licensure**to the court in response to a subpoena for lawsuits or disputes**to government agencies such as military, correctional institutions or law enforcement official and for national security reasons.
EXCEPT AS NOTED ABOVE: Wimberley Pharmacy or B&J Pharmacy may not use or disclose your health information without written authorization.  You may revoke your authorization at any time.

STATEMENT OF INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS:  1.)You have the right to inspect and copy your protected health information.  This contains prescription and billing records.  We can charge a fee for supplies, copying and postage. 2.) You have the right to receive confidential communications from us by alternative means or at an alternative location such as sent to a P.O. Box or alternate mailing address.  This request must be made in writing and we will accommodate reasonable requests.  3.) You have the right to have your pharmacist amend your protected health information,  You may request an amendment to your health information records.  However, we may deny your request and if so you may contact our Privacy Contact person to determine the amending of your record.  4.) You have the right to receive an accounting of certain disclosures we have made, if any, of your protected health information.  This right to receive this information is subject to certain exceptions, restrictions and limitations.  5.) You have the right to request a restriction on your protected health information.  However, we are not required by law to agree to the restriction.  If we agree to your restriction, we will follow it except in emergency situations.  6.) You have the right to obtain a paper copy of this notice from us.  Wimberley Pharmacy and/or B&J Pharmacy will not use of disclose your health information, except as described in our Privacy Notice, without your written authorization. This written authorization may be revoked in writing at any time. 

Wimberley Pharmacy and/or B & J Pharmacy has the right to revise or change the Privacy Notice.  The revision notice will be posted and upon request we will provide a copy of the revision.  

COMPLAINTS: You may complain to us or to the Secretary of Health and Human Services if you believe your pharmacy rights have been violated.  You may file a complaint with us by notifying our Privacy Contact.  We will not retaliate against you for filing a complaint.
